The exhibition space available in 2010 for the winners of the Award will be a shared space of
approx 30 sq m.

People’s Choice Award

For this award, members of the public vote from 24 March- 4 April for the artist whose work they consider to
be the best in the exhibition. The winner will be announced at the close of the exhibition.

This work will be exhibited in the Goulburn Branch Library from 6 April to 20 April 2009, accompanied by a text
panel announcing the award.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. All entrants must live in the Goulburn region, within a radius of approximately 100 kms from Goulburn.

2. There is a limit of 1 work per entrant.

3. An entrant’s work must not exceed 2 x 2 lineal metres in total, ie it must be able to be exhibited within a
lineal space of up to 2m wide x 2m high. Similarly, exhibition space for each 3-D work will be limited to a
maximum area of 2 x 2 m.

4. Entry fee of $10.00 must accompany the entry form. Fees include GST. (If a fee is not included then the
work will not be considered for the award).

5. Closing date for receipt of entry form and payment of entry fee is Tuesday 17 March, 2009.

6. Works are to be delivered to Goulburn Regional Art Gallery (access off Church St) from Tuesday 10
March to Tuesday 17 March during Gallery hours (10am-5pm Mon-Fri, 1-4pm Saturday). Earlier delivery
must be arranged with the Gallery. 48 234494

7. Works entered must be the original work of the entrant and have been completed in the 12 months prior
to 24 March 2009.

8. All works requiring hanging must be equipped for hanging (D-hooks or screw eyes and/or strung or wired
at the back). NB: Some ready-made frames do not have suitable hanging devices. Each work
entered must have the following information securely attached to the back: entrant’s name, address,
titte and medium of work, and, if for sale, selling price. If not labelled correctly & equipped or suitable for
hanging, the work will not be eligible for entry in Art Award.

9. Entrants whose work is for sale must indicate on the entry form their GST status. Works for sale cannot be
accepted from any entrant unless he/she has an ABN or states that he/she is a hobbyist. It is not
necessary for works to be for sale.

10. 33.3% commission, incl GST, will be charged on all works sold during the exhibition. Payment advice for
works sold will be mailed by 31 April 2009.

11. Entrants are responsible for any freight costs and insurance, if required.

12. The Gallery will take all care but no responsibility for works entered.

13. The Gallery reserves the right not to display all works, but all entries will be judged for the 2009 Goulburn
Art Award.

14. The judging panel’s decision for the 2009 Goulburn Art Award is final and no correspondence will be
entered into.

15. The votes for the People's Choice Award will be counted by Gallery staff and the announced result of
the count will be final.

16. The Gallery reserves the right to photograph exhibition work for publicity purposes.

17. Unsold work must be collected from the Gallery 10-5 Mon-Fri, 6-14 April. 2009.
